The seed regulatory framework refers to all documents, instruments and
procedures that regulate the seed sector, including seed policies, legislation,
standards and procedures. In order to understand the seed regulatory framework as
a whole, it is necessary to underscore the difference between seed legislation and
seed policy.

National seed policy generally sets out, in broad terms, the goals, targets and
objectives of the government for the seed sector, and identifies the guiding
principles, institutional arrangements and mechanisms to achieve those targets. A
seed law, on the other hand, establishes the specific principles, standards and
procedures that must be adhered to. While the policy sets out the aims and desired
activities, the law is the rule that is enforced by an institution. In effect, national
seed policy and seed law are complementary. The institutional and legal
frameworks, which the legislation provides, are necessary for policy objectives to
be achieved.

There are various elements within the national seed policy which reflect the
functional and structural dimensions of the seed sector and therefore cover a broad
spectrum of the seed supply chain processes and activities: * Crop variety
