- What Is Landscape Design?

- Landscape design is the art of arranging the features of an area of land for aesthetic
and/or practical reasons. It is often divided into two major components: hardscape
(the nonliving elements, such as pavers) and softscape (the living elements, such as
flowers).

- What is the British landscape?

- The topography of Britain is extraordinarily diverse. It ranges from low-lying, flat,
almost featureless, countryside through gentle heath, harsh, remote, moorland, rolling
hills and mellow river valleys to reasonably impressive glaciated mountains cut
through by bubbling, tumbling, streams.

-What is the British landscape design?

- The English landscape garden, also called English landscape park or simply

the English garden (French: Jardin a l'anglaise, Italian: Giardino

all'inglese, German: Englischer Landschafisgarten, Portuguese: Jardim

inglés, Spanish: Jardin inglés), is a style of "landscape" garden which emerged

in England in the early 18th century, and spread across Europe, replacing the more
formal, symmetrical French formal garden which had emerged in the 17th century as
the principal gardening style of Europe. The English garden presented an idealized
view of nature. Created and pioneered by William Kent and others, the “informal”
garden style originated as a revolt against the architectural garden and drew
inspiration from paintings of landscapes by Salvator Rosa, Claude Lorrain,

and Nicolas Poussin.

The English garden usually included a lake, sweeps of gently rolling lawns set
against groves of trees, and recreations of classical temples, Gothic ruins, bridges,
and other picturesque architecture, designed to recreate an idyllic pastoral landscape.
The work of Lancelot "Capability" Brown was particularly influential. By the end of
the 18th century the English garden was being imitated by the French landscape
garden, and as far away as St. Petersburg, Russia, in Pavlovsk, the gardens of the
future Emperor Paul. It also had a major influence on the form of the public parks and
gardens which appeared around the world in the 19th century. The English landscape
garden was usually centred on the English country house, and many examples in

the United Kingdom are popular visitor attractions today.

- The largest mammals found in Britain are the red deer and the indigenous roe deer.

As an island nation, the waters around Britain are teeming with marine life including
dolphins and orcas, depending on the time of year.The Scottish Crossbill (eBird) is a
bird that occurs only in the United Kingdom. The Orkney Vole (ARKive WM), the
Skomer Vole (BBC), and the Saint Kilda Field Mouse (Wikipedia) are endemic
mammal subspecies.
